Dear Parents:

	I welcome you and your child to First Grade!  I am looking forward to a new school year and I am really exited to work with you and your child. Please feel free to visit with me and express concerns you may have. My internet address is sylvia.jenkins@uintah.net Feel free to use it anytime you need.     There are several important things parents need to be aware of. Although some of these items may seem trivial, they really do make a difference in your child’s attitude, success and safety at school.   Keep this note handy for future reference. 

Time: School begins at 8:25 and finishes at 3:30. If you want more specific times check the web page under “schedules”.  

Notes for busing:  If your student is being picked up by a parent or some person other than the parent, he or she will need a note that needs to be taken to the office.  This note should contain specific information such as; the date of the happening and/or the name of the person picking up your child.  This is for safety purposes and children often get confused about what they are supposed to do.  

Supplies:  Most school supplies are provided by the school. However, your child will a book bag large enough to hold a 8 ½” by 11’’ book or paper.  This book bag can be as simple as a plastic grocery bag. Your child will need to bring his book bag every day. 

Personal Donations: We would appreciate donations of zip lock bags – varied sizes, tissues, wet wipes, and reams of white mimeo paper.


Label Everything:  Please label everything your child brings to school: book bags, coats, jackets, sweater, gloves, boots, hats, etc.  We have many items that look alike. Most end up in our lost and found because there is no name.
I keep things left in my room two weeks before turning them into the schools lost and found.

Birthdays:  Birthdays are important to all students.  I like to make these days special for the students.  If you would like to provide a small treat for your child’s class it will be welcome, but they are not mandatory.  These treats will need to be purchased at a store.  Summer birthdays will be celebrated on special days we call “unbirthdays.”  You will be notified about the date of your child’s unbirthday if it is in the summer or on non school days.    Please be aware that school rules will not allow us to pass out invitations to parties or allow us to give out addresses and phone numbers of classmates.

 Parent Volunteers: Parents need to be finger printed and have background checks to be able to help in the classroom.  The District Office has more information about this. 

Daily Folders:  Monday will be our major note day.  Notes will come home in the folder.  Please take everything out and read the information or look over the work. Sign the enclosed sheet (leave in the folder) and return the folder the next day. This is a great place to put notes to the teacher if you have any concerns.  I use a reading program where you child will be required to practice a reading sheet daily.  These folders will be used for these sheets.  However, it will not begin for a couple of weeks.
